students’ reading levels improved. 80% of J.2 students
and 85% of J.3 students moved up their reading levels by
at least three levels. For teachers, a workshop on
questioning techniques was conducted by an EDB
advisory teacher. Teachers thought the workshop was
useful and practical. It helped teachers to facilitate
students on reading strategies.

In the independent reading slot, students did follow-up
activities about the books they had read. There were six
different activities covered, including memory games,
words find, picture illustration, crosswords, story / report
writing and book cover features. More than 75% of
students did the activities correctly. Only the cover-
features activity for J.3 students was a bit difficult.

The homework reading worked well. To ensure students
to finish their home reading on time, NET and LET
always reminded students to finish their home reading a
day before the GR lesson. NET and the assistant
followed up students who did not hand in their
homework. More than 90% of students read two books to
their parents for G.R. homework.

It was the first year to use the school-based phonics
curriculum in J.1 to J.3. The target onsets and rimes
were included in the SOW. There were at least four
phonics dictations each term. Students did well in the
dictations. Almost all the students got 70% correct in
this part. It was the first year to include phonics in the
listening examination paper. Most of the students got
more than 70% correct in this part.

Teachers found that students started applying phonics
skills to pronounce unfamiliar words in Guided Reading
lessons. Students were encouraged to pronounce the
words by using phonics skills such as segmenting the
word, distinguishing the onset and rime and adding or
substituting the letters.
